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FUND MANAGER’S COMMENTS 

   

 The fund continue to thrive and outperform its benchmark on YTD basis, although the Fund underperformed slightly 
on Month to date (“MTD”) basis by 0.04% in November as market sentiment affected by global events.  
 

 Global and domestic market conditions sustained its m-o-m upward momentum, driven by dovish central bank 
expectations. We view this as an opportunity to lock in some gains as the challenging year comes to a close.  

 
 The benchmark KLCI gained 0.70% driven by a sustained buying spree from foreign investors. The wrap-up of 

3Q’2023 results season yielded mixed results with domestic-driven sectors such as banks, consumer, property and 
construction outperforming expectations. Conversely, export-oriented sectors like technology and manufacturing 
delivered softer results. 

 
 In policy news, the Ministry of Investment, Trade, and Industry (MITI) unveiled plans to enforce a 2-year moratorium 

on new manufacturing licenses for the iron and steel industry. This development could act as a catalyst for existing 
steel players with reduced competition and lower supply.  In addition, the government also announced plans to grant a 
30-day visa-free travel period for citizens of China and India. The move could provide tailwinds to tourism-related 
sectors as arrivals ramp-up. 
 

 In corporate headlines, Axiata concluded the sale of its 80% stake in Ncell Axiata Bhd, effectively exiting the Nepal 
market. In our view, this is a strategic move towards asset monetisation and helps remove a key overhang for the 
stock. In other corporate news, the latest semi-annual review of the KLCI resulted in changes to its composition. YTL 
Power International Bhd and its parent company YTL Corp Bhd are set to be included in the index, taking the places of 
Dialog Group Bhd and Westports Holdings Bhd. These adjustments are slated to become effective on December 18. 

 
STRATEGY:  
 

 Transaction wise the fund was net selling in November as the fund continued its shift to a more defensive positioning, 
with some de-risking carried out in November. Most notably some exposure in the Technology, Healthcare, and 
Manufacturing sectors were reduced. 
 

 Some of the proceeds were then deployed into the Telecommunications sector. 
 

 The fund will maintain cash levels at approximately 13% and will look to re-deploy the funds in the near future as 
sentiment of domestic fundamentals are improving.

Market risk

For  example,  investment  
decisions  undertaken  by  AHAM Asset Management berhad as  a  result  of  an  incorrect  
view  of  the market  or  any  non-compliance  with  internal  policies,  investment  mandate,  
the  deed,  relevant  law  or  guidelines due  to  factors  such  as  human  error, fraudulence,  
dishonesty or  weaknesses  in  operational  process  and  systems, may adversely affect the 
performance of the target fund.

Inflation risk 
This is the risk that your investment in the target fund may not grow or generate income at a 
rate that keeps pace with inflation.  This  would  reduce  your  purchasing  power  even  though  
the  value  of  the  investment  in  monetary  terms has increased. 

Liquidity risk 

Liquidity risk arises in two scenarios. The first scenario is where the target fund’s investment 
cannot be sold due to unavailability of a buyer for that investment. The second scenario exists 
where the target fund’s investment, by its nature, is thinly traded. This will have the effect of 
causing the target fund’s investment to be sold below its fair value which would adversely affect 
the NAV of the target fund. 

Credit/Default risk 

Credit risk relates to the creditworthiness of the issuers of the investment  (Islamic  money  
market  instruments) and  their  expected  ability  to  make  timely  payment  of  interest  and/or  
principal.  Any adverse situations faced by the issuers may impact the value as well as liquidity 
of the investment. In the case of rated investments, this may lead to a credit downgrade. 
Default risk relates to the risk of an issuer of the investment either defaulting on payments or 
failing to make payments in a timely manner which will in turn adversely affect the value of the 
investment. This could adversely affect the value of the target fund. 

Equity investment risk 

This is the risk associated with investing in a particular equity. The value of individual equity is 
mainly determined by its potential growth in earnings, sound management, and treatment of 
minority shareholders, as well as a myriad of other factors. Failure to achieve these would 
result in declining investment value which in turn affects the performance of the target fund. 
This can be mitigated by diversifying the target fund’s portfolios. 
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RISKS (CONTINUED) 

Reclassification   of   
Shariah  status risk 

This risk refers to the risk that the currently held Shariah-compliant securities by the target fund 
may be reclassified to be Shariah non-compliant in the periodic review of the equities by the 
Shariah Advisory Council of the Securities Commission Malaysia (SACSC), the Shariah 
Adviser for the target fund or the Shariah boards of the relevant Islamic indices.  
 
If this occurs, AHAM Asset Management Berhad will take the necessary steps to dispose of 
such equities. There may be opportunity loss to the target fund due to the target fund not being 
allowed to retain the excess capital gains derived from the disposal of the Shariah non-
compliant equities. AHAM Asset Management Berhad will be required to dispose of these 
equities immediately if the prices are above the purchase price. Should the prices be below the 
purchase price, AHAM Asset Management Berhad may choose to hold on to these holdings 
until the prices meet the purchase price. Nevertheless, should AHAM Asset Management 
Berhad decide to dispose of these equities below the purchase price, the target fund will be 
faced with the risk of realising its losses, thus negatively impacting the NAV of the target fund. 

Shariah-compliant 
warrants investment 
risk 

The value of the Shariah-compliant warrants (“warrants”) will depend on the pricing of the 
underlying security whereby the growth and performance prospect of the underlying security 
would consequentially affect the value of the warrants. In addition, the value of the warrants 
may decrease exponentially as the warrants approach its maturity date and the potential gains 
from a favourable price movement of the underlying security may be offset by aggressive time 
decay. AHAM Asset Management Berhad may consider unwinding these warrants if there are 
material adverse changes to its value with the aim to mitigate the risk.
