FUND MANAGER’S COMMENTS

The Fund was up 3.91% in MYR terms in November, outperforming the benchmark by 328 bps. YTD, the Fund is up
4.00%, underperforming the benchmark by 330 bps.

The MSCI AC Asia Pacific ex Japan Index advanced by 7.3% in USD terms in November, led by Korea and Taiwan ROC.
The US 10-year bond yield fell 60bps, ending the month at 4.3%, and the Dollar Index depreciated by almost 3%. The
markets rebounded on the back of shift of expectations in interest rates after the softening of labour market, and
moderating inflation in the US. The October CPI came in below consensus expectations in the US, with headline inflation
increasing just 0.04% MoM and core inflation increased just 0.2% MoM or 4.0% YoY. This, together with the softening job
market, further reduces the need for US Fed to continue raising rates. In China, the Caixin Manufacturing PMI improved in
November, at 50.7. On the other hand, deflationary pressures worsened in October as CPI fell 0.2% YoY. Recent
economic indicators point to economic stabilization rather than economic recovery. The upcoming Central Economic Work
Conference, where policymakers are likely to set GDP growth target for 2024, would need to show continued pro-growth
and pro-businessstance. Improvement in China’s corporate and household confidence is key to our investments in China.
We remain selectively invested in China such as companies that will benefit from an expected pivot towards measures
aimed at revitalizing domestic consumption and private sector like the Internet companies which are also benefitting from
easing regulatory pressures. Outside of China, there are growth drivers such as India’s strong economic growth,
supportive oil prices and a bottoming out of semiconductor industry that would lead to better earnings growth in Asia in the
next 12 months. Weak China growth and a strong USD are headwinds which we think will recede somewhat as we move
into 2024 and Asia is under-owned, and valuation is attractive. Other risks would be (1) inflation may prove stickier than
expected, (2) continued weak business and consumer sentiment in China, and (3) rising geopolitical risks.

Currency risk

Principal (S) aims to mitigate this risk by
performing bottom-up and top-down credit research and analysis to determine the creditworthiness
of its issuers or counterparties, and impose investment limits on exposures for issuers or
counterparties with different credit profiles as a precautionary step to limit any loss that may arise
directly or indirectly as a result of a defaulted transaction.

Interest rate risk refers to the impact of interest rate changes on the valuation of debt securities.
When interest rates rise, debt securities prices generally decline and this may lower the market

Interest rate risk value of the target fund’s investment in debt securities. In managing the debt portfolio, Principal (S)
takes into account the coupon rate and time to maturity of the debt securities with an aim to mitigate
the interest rate risk.

Since the target fund may invest entirely into CIS, there is a risk of concentration into CIS, in which

Risk associated the CIS’s management company has absolute discretion over the CIS’s investment technique and
with investing in knowledge, operational controls and management. In the event of mismanagement of the CIS
CIS and/or the management company, the NAV of the target fund, which invests into those CIS would

be affected negatively. Should the situation arise, Principal (S) will seek for another CIS that is
consistent with the objective of the target fund.
