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FUND MANAGER’S COMMENTS

In January, the fund rose +2.61% in MYR terms, outperforming the benchmark by +211bps. The outperformance of the
month was driven by industrials, financials and telecommunications.

The FTSE Bursa Malaysia Composite Index (“KLCI”) eased during the month of January giving up 60.8pts or -3.73% ytd to
end the month at 1566.4pts. The softer sentiment in the market was dampened by the jump in the number of COVID-19
cases. Tech sector remained robust at +17.6% return, while Construction sector was the worst performer with -13.2%
return, followed by Energy sector and Property sector. Recovery and growth all hinges on our fight against COVID-19.
With the vaccine roll-out, the economy will normalize and then recovery and growth in the economy as well as in corporate
earnings can take place. We remain constructive on the market and look ahead towards normalization. The sectors in
focus are Consumer & Retail, Technology and Commodity-related (weakening of USD), whilst underweighting Healthcare
and Plantations.

Asia: As countries start getting their population immunized for Covid, there is much optimism regarding the global
economic outlook despite the number of new Covid-19 cases remaining high. We have seen governments getting more
vigilant in instituting strict movement restrictions early to contain the spread. We do not expect any tightening in monetary
and fiscal policies in the short term, except for China, where the economy is tracking much better than the rest of the
world.

We rate Asian equities a BUY over a 12-month horizon. We are positive on China and the more developed Asian
economies. The portfolio is positioned to benefit from the cyclical economic recovery and long-term structural growth
drivers such as e-commerce, internet of things, cloud computing and electrification of vehicles. The focus is also on quality
companies which are long term winners or market share gainers.

We aim to mitigate this risk by performing bottom-up and top-down credit
research and analysis to determine the creditworthiness of its issuers or counterparties, and impose
investment limits on exposures for issuers or counterparties with different credit profiles as a
precautionary step to limit any loss that may arise directly or indirectly as a result of a defaulted
transaction.

Interest rate risk refers to the impact of interest rate changes on the valuation of debt instruments and
money market instruments. When interest rates rise, debt instruments and money market instruments
prices generally decline and this may lower the market value of the target fund’s investment in debt
instruments and money market instruments. In managing the debt instruments, we take into account
the coupon rate and time to maturity of the debt instruments with an aim to mitigate the interest rate
risk. As for money market instruments, the typical tenor of these instruments are less than 12-month
maturity and unlike debt instrument, any change to interest rate will only have a minor impact to the
prices of these instruments.

Investments of the target fund in any country may be affected by changes in the economic and political
climate, restriction on currency repatriation or other developments in the law or regulations of the
countries in which the target fund invests in. For example, the deteriorating economic condition of such
countries may adversely affect the value of the investments undertaken by the target fund in those
affected countries. This in turn may cause the NAV of the target fund or price of units to fall.
